It was in that very night that God
sent just one mighty angel in an-
swer to Hezekiah'’s prayer, and de-
stroyed 185 thousand of the As-
syrians army.

So when the true and living God is
involved great things take place.

Today, the God of heaven and
earth is still on His throne and con-
tinues to answer our prayers,
when we call on His name through
Jesus our High Priest.
