John 3:14).

“But whoso keepeth his word, in 
him verily is the love of God per-
fected: hereby know we that we 
are in him”(1 John 2:5). 
 
“These things have I written unto 
you that believe on the name of 
the Son of God; that ye may know 
that ye have eternal life, and that 
ye may believe on the name of the 
Son of God” (1 John 5:13).
